General Guidelines & Information

« Al Scoil Eigse activities, Classes, Club Eigse, Tutors
Concert, Recitals and Seisitin Mér na hEigse are included
in the student registration fee. Student wristbands must
be shown at the door for admission. Parents and
students with wristbands are welcome, free of charge.

- Students are assigned to classes initially to facilitate
the grading process. Following assessment by a tutor,
pupils are placed in appropriate classes. Students who
wish to change from one class to another must firstly
consult with their own tutor who will advise according-
ly. There must be a valid musical reason for this move. If
the move is approved, the venue manager and senior
instrument tutor will be informed.

« Students may be encouraged to use recording devices
for the purposes of recording tunes/songs as directed by
the tutor.

The recording of video in the classroom is not permitted
unless sanctioned by the tutor.

*Scoil Eigse 2026 offers Foundation level Classes for students aged 12 to 18 with
an intellectual disability. This class is free of charge.

- Please note students are responsible for their own
instruments at all times and students are requested to
have owner details displayed in their instrument case.

« Any access requirements or medical issues will be
considered in the appropriate manner, based on
notification (see Additional Information in online
application).

- Attendance records are taken during class times only,
this does not include recitals, lunch times, morning
break or Club Eigse.

+ Students and Parents/Guardians are required to wear
the Scoil Eigse wristband at all activities.
